1st Glorney Cup: Dublin 1948

"In August 1948, the Chess Education Society accepted a challenge from the Irish Secondary Schools’ Council for a match to be played in Dublin between a team of 6 boys from England and 6 boys from Ireland."

This extract from the 1948-49 Year Book of the Chess Education Society marks the beginning of the Glorney Cup Junior International Team Tournament. 

C.P. Glorney, President of the Leinster Chess Union, donated a cup to go the winning team. A double round match in Dublin resulted in the then Minister of External Affairs in Eire, Mr Sean MacBride, congratulating a victorious English team. Future 10-time British Champion Jonathan Penrose, made his international debut on Board 2 for the English team and was their only player to concede a draw. His father Professor Penrose was team manager.
