· Due to the increasing financial costs of running the Glorney and Faber Cups the annual Committee Meeting changed the Rules so that teams in the Glorney were to be a minimum of 4 (Glorney) and 3 (Faber), the exact numbers to be decided by the host country. Teams could still bring a reserve. It was hoped that in practice that there would be no change to the usual numbers of 6 (Glorney) and 4 (Faber) players per team.
