STUDENTS TEAM
CHAMPIONSHIP

Cleveland — 16 July - 1 August 1974

The 20th Students Team Championship
started on 16th July at Thornaby Pavilion in
what is now the new County of Cleveland. In
the last two years this has already been the
venue for two big chess events, an interna-
tional tournament in 1972 and the World
Junior Championship last year, both of
which would be better known perhaps under
the old name of Teesside.

Altogether there were 28 teams participa-
ting, among the notable exceptions being
Yugoslavia, Romania, Bulgaria, Poland and
East Germany. Such an event is like a small
Olympiad in itself of course, and the varying
strengths of the players covered a considera-
ble range, from the five Grandmasters
Vaganian, Balashov, Hubner, Adorjan and
Sax, and several International Masters to
the comparative newcomers to international
chess from countries such as Hong Kong
and Iraq.

The Russians have won this tournament
fourteen times before, and with such players
