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as Romanishin at board 4 and Kupreichik as
first reserve they naturally started clear
favourites. Only their second reserve Palat-
nik was not very well known outside Russia,
but is clearly a master player who in fact
took the Board 6 Prize with 94% . With such
strength they were able to spread the
number of games fairly evenly among
themselves, and only Balashov seemed at all
out of form.

The Soviet team pulled away from the
field at about the half-way stage of the
finals, leaving a ferocious struggle for the
silver and bronze between England, U.S.A.
and Hungary, which was only resolved when
the very last game was finished after no less
than 16 hours play!

England played well and had hopes for
second place for much of the time. These
hopes were in fact not realized at the end,
but the most encouraging feature and a sign
of the great improvement which has been
made in this country recently was that there
never seemed to be any doubt that the team
would finish in a high position; the only
question was whether it could make the top
three.

Individually, Stean and Nunn played
excellently, with Stean winning the Board 2
Prize. Mestel and the reserves Holloway and
Eales both made satisfactory scores, and
only Miles was a little out of form after some
much better recent results.

PRELIMINARY GROUPS

The teams were divided up into §
Preliminary Groups, three of five teams each
and two of six teams. From each group two
would qualify for the Championship Group
‘A’, two for Section ‘B’ and the remainder
for Section‘C’. On the whole the seedings for
the top group worked fairly well, with only
Cuba and Iceland of the more fancied sides
falling by the wayside.

England were placed in Preliminary
Group 5 and started well with easy victories
over Ecuador and Iraq. They appeared a
little uncertain against Norway where a 2-2
package deal was arranged at a point where
the positions looked rather unpromising, but
still qualified comfortably enough along
with the Americans. The oddest incident
here occurred in the England-Italy match.

After 20 moves or so Stean and Mestel had
achieved substantial advantages, in fact
Stean was clearly winning, while the other
two games stood approximately equal. The
Italians had evidently decided that one point
from this match would put them safely into
the Final ‘B’ Group, so they offered to resign
the two bad games in return for draws on the
other twol

By winning the last round match against
England and thereby the section, the
Americans gave notice that they would be a
force to be reckoned with in the Finals,
although most of their players were without
a great deal of international experience.
