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which brought the Danes back within reach
and lifted England into fourth place. Miles’
poor form unfortunately persisted; he lost a
pawn in middlegame complications and
resigned when a subsequent assault on the
king’s side netted a piece for Kristiansen.
The other English players inflicted sharp
defeats on the opposition; Stean and Mestel
both won material and finished off their
respective opponents within the first session,
while Nunn played the rook sacrifice line in
the Vienna, and the following unusual
encounter resulted:

Although England had started well, they
still had the Americans and the Hungarians
to play in the last two rounds, and so high
scores against the weaker Dutch and Czech
sides were required, if they were to remain in
contention for the top three places.

Stean continued to mow
down the opposition, this time emerging
from a tactical melee against Timman,
brother of the Grandmaster, by the way,
with 3 extra pawns. The others were unable
to make much impression however.
