England had a better day and
so kept close to the top; Stean’s long run of
wins had to end some time, and he permitted
his opponent to build up a rapid mating
attack on the h-file, while he himself was
trying to hit back in the centre. Miles and
Eales both picked up a lot of material in the
middle-game and won easily, while Nunn
had a harder job, but outplayed his
opponent in a rook-ending in the second
session. The Russians made no mistake
against Denmark, and the latter were
pushed back even further, while the
Americans were equally successful against
Holland.
