Fifteen countries were represented in this tournament, run alongside the Olympic Games, the only notable absentees being the U.S.S.R., who failed to take up their invitation. The English team of M. F. Stean, A. J. Miles, J. D. M. Nunn and S. Saverymuttu (with myself as non-playing captain) was probably the strongest we could muster, and I expected us to be in the first three when the tournament ended. The playing schedule was 8 a.m.- 1 p.m. (!) on alternate days with one rest day between each round. On the rest days we were given free tickets to the Olympic Games.

The tournament was scored on match points and not on game points. A seven round Swiss with 16 teams.

A good performance against strong opposition. Michael Stean, on board one, improved remarkably after a poor first round. He won a losing position against Ornstein (the new Swedish Champion !) and lost a winning one against Barle. Tony Miles began with six wins in a row and narrowly failed to make 7/7! He outplayed every opponent, and looked a class better than every other board two. His games with Marjarovic and Buchal showed the all round strength of his play - one a brilliant positional ending and the other a tactical king's side melee.

Of the other two boards, John Nunn never looked like losing and with a little luck would have scored better. Sethna Saverymuttu proved a useful board four and lost only one game, due to his "desire" to make ten moves in about a minute. If he could learn to use his time better, he would be much stronger.
