Scheveningen, 23rd July - 3rd August 1923


The event was organised to celebrate 50th anniversary of The Royal Chess Federation. Ten foreign masters were to play against 10 players from The Netherlands. Actually there were only 9 foreign players as Muffang cancelled his invitation and was replaced by home player Strick van Linschoten. 


A brand new system invented by Dr. A. Rueb, then chairman of Dutch Chess Federation,  was introduced in this tournament, which since then is known as the 'Scheveningen system' after the suburbs of Hague where the tournament took place.  Every player from the first team played against a player of the second team in a ten round all from one team-play-all from another event.
