Amsterdam, 17.-18.3.1973: Old Netherlands-Young Netherlands 9-11 (4½-5½, 4½-5½)


The idea came from professor Euwe himself and it was organised by VAS/ASC to celebrate 150 years of existence. Oud-Nederland (Old Netherlands) against Jong-Nederland (Young Netherlands). The match was played in two rounds, 17 and 18 march 1973 in Amsterdam. Due to the participation of ex-world champion Euwe, the match won greatly in interest. The unusual tempo of 50 moves in 2½ hours caused two timeouts: in the first round Scholl lost to Spanjaard on time and in the second round prof. Barendregt met the same fate against Enklaar. The ‘oldies’ lost with 9-11, but they missed some very good players. To name a few: Prins, Muhring and Donner. For the youngsters the most important absentee was Timman, who was playing in Tallinn. It was a successful jubilee.
