CHESS "For the third time this tournament was held in The Hague, since West Germany, winners in 1959, waived their right to act as hosts in 1961. In some respects this tournament recalled that of 1959, both the venue - the fine Caltex building - and the competing nations being as before. But a striking difference lay in the fierceness and strength of the competition; only 5½ points separated the first and sixth-placed teams, and the playing standard had improved enormously."

West Germany and the Netherlands were tied in the lead on 16½ after six of the seven rounds. These two teams met in the final round with West Germany winning 2½-1½ to win the tournament.
